2.5 uMail

uMail is an internal e-mail feature that
allows project team members to
communicate with each other and
maintain a record of the communications.
Every uMail becomes part of the
permanent project record. Task and M
notifications are directed to the email of
record for each license. Keep this in mind
for shared logins when monitoring tasks
and uMails

The uMail interface is similar to common
‘e-mail programs such as Microsoft Outlook.
External e-mail cannot be sent directly to
uMail





2.6 Collaboration
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Unifier helps team members collaborate
through business processes. In our example,
Collaboration s occuing at the projectfevel.

Tasks: When you are part of a 8
(business process) workflow, or have been
invited to partiipate in a diussion group.
within a business process, you are
assgned tasks.

Messages: Youreceive messages when
you have been copied on a task, but do
ot need to take action.

Draft: Drafts are BPs that you have
worked on and saved, but have not yet
advanced o the next step in the
workflow.





2.7 Information 
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Information _contains _ project
directories and information about
the project _and its schedule.
When you dick on General, you
Wil see two cholces:  Project
nformation and Schedule.

Project Information is a_quick
resource for viewing  project
funding, scope, and budget.

2.8 Cost Manager
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Cost Manager reveals poject level cost manager functions such
as Cash Flow, Cost Shee, Funding Sheet, Schedule of Values,
and General Spends. We wil cover Cost Manager in greater
detailn a separate tutorial.





2.9 Document Manager
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To successfully interact with the
BOB in BRICKS, you will need to
know how to use Document
Manager. DM makes documents
of record accessible to those
parties active in the project. For
instance, DM is the place from
which the BOB will access
documents  you submit for
approval





DM  (Slide Layer)
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Knowing how to use (DM) will be important
for you in interacting with the BOB in BRICKS.

There is a separate tutorial on the BoB Website
that includes a demo of using document
manager. If you are unfamiliar with DM, you
should view the DM tutorial.




2.10 Standard Business Processes
