1.4 Business Process
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A Business Process (BP) s a set of coordinated
tasks and activities that leads to accomplishing a
specific business goal.

For the Bureau of Building, BRICKS BP's are
designed to manage processes such as:

Bids and Awards
Professional Contracts
Payments

Change Orders





1.5 Tasks

[image: image5.jpg]Tasks

Tasks are actions requiring attention within a
business process.  Tasks are login-specific,
meaning the tasks that are revealed upon login
can only be accepted and advanced by the
respective login permissions.

Generally speaking, if a task shows up in your task
log, you have permission and the responsibility to
accept and advance it.

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1.6 Records
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When you open and accept a task, the collection
of information you see is called a Record.

Records contain the pertinent information about
the object of the task.

When a record is created, the system assigns it a
unique reference number. Reference numbers are
sequential and follow the record throughout its

life cycle.
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Record Numbers (Slide Layer)
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1.7 Workflow
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In general terms, a workflow is a series of steps or
actions necessary to complete a task. In BRICKS,
most business processes are driven by workflows.

For instance, there are multiple steps required to
finalize a professional contract. The steps and the
order in which they occur represent the workflow
for that business process.





1.8 Pickers

A Picker appears as a selection
list on a business process
record or other entry form.
Pickers allow you to view,
select, o reference another
Unifier record

Most pickers display the
selections in a flat list,
such as this one:





1.9 Work Breakdown Structure (WBS)
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In general, a Work Breakdown Structure (WBS),
categorizes project deliverables into smaller,
commonly known components.

In BRICKS, the WBS codes provide the necessary
framework for detailed cost estimating and
control along with guidance for schedule
development and control.

1.10 Schedule of Values

A Schedule Of Values (SOV) is an itemized
list of contracted expenditures reflected on
pay applications.

You can open the SOV sheet either from the
SOV log (Cost Manager BP), or from within a
payment application record that s in edit
mode.
