The following is a list of legislation from Regular 2017 Session. Included is a synopsis of each bill and how it affects the Department of Finance and Administration. 

HB 6	Personal Service Contract Review Board; exempt entertainer contracts entered into by Mississippi Fair Commission from review of.
Office Affected: Office of Purchasing, Travel and Fleet Management
Exempt any contracts for entertainers and/or performers at the Mississippi State Fairgrounds entered into by the Mississippi Fair Commission from review by the Personal Service Contract Review Board.

HB 447	Surplus lines insurance; revise process and requirements before placing coverage with a producer.
Office Affected: Property Insurance
The process of placing coverage with a producer is streamlined, becoming more cost- and time-effective.

HB 524 	DFA; clarify and update inventory of state real properties under the authority, general supervision and oversight of.
Office Affected: Bureau of Buildings, Grounds and Real Property Management
Various outdated lists of building and grounds responsibilities by DFA have been updated and consolidated.

HB 525	DFA; require to collect and report data on R and R expenditures for certain state facilities on annual basis.
Office Affected: Bureau of Buildings, Grounds and Real Property Management
Various outdated lists of building and grounds responsibilities by DFA have been updated and consolidated.

HB 572	DFA; authorize to sell certain state-owned real property in Jackson and Hattiesburg.
Office Affected: Bureau of Buildings, Grounds and Real Property Management
This bill allows the sale of 27.5 acres in Jackson at Elton Road and the State Service Center in Hattiesburg.

HB 649	Mississippi Data Management Working Group; create
Office Affected: MMRS
This bill creates the Mississippi Data Management Working Group that shall be responsible for studying State Agency data sources, including standards, policies, architecture, and transparency. The Group will be composed of nine members including the DFA Executive Director or her designee. The group will meet no later than July 31, 2017, and will be required to report findings no later than December 1, 2018, to the Speaker of the House, Lieutenant Governor, Governor and the Chairs of the Appropriations Committees in the House and Senate.

HB 926	Health Care Collaboration Act; create
Office Affected: Office of Purchasing, Travel and Fleet Management
This Act amends the definition of “State” to include health care collaboratives. It exempts UMMC from purchasing laws.

HB 938	Motor vehicles; prohibit state agencies from purchasing for one year
Office Affected: Office of Purchasing, Travel and Fleet Management
The bill prohibits all state agencies from purchasing a motor vehicle for one year.

HB 999	Enterprise Security Program; establish to provide policies for cybersecurity safety across state government
Office Affected: MMRS
The Office of Information Technology Services would be responsible for acquiring, implementing, and operating enterprise technology systems it deems will improve cybersecurity. ITS will also receive the authority to charge respective user agencies on a reimbursement bass for their proportionate cost of the installation, maintenance, and operation of cybersecurity systems. DFA Executive Director will participate in annual cybersecurity training.

HB1106	 Public contracts; require purchasing entities to allow contractors to submit bids electronically.
Office Affected: Bureau of Buildings, Grounds and Real Property Management
This bill will require purchasing entities to accept bids submitted through a secure electronic format and increase the amount of usage for RFx’s in MAGIC.


HB1109	Requests for proposals; provide standards for state agencies to follow regarding.
Office Affected: Office of Purchasing, Travel and Fleet Management
The Public Service Contract Review Board is abolished and all PINs, assets and records will be transferred to DFA, requiring organizational structure. Reverse auctions will be the primary method for receiving competitive bids. PPRB will have to approve alternative methods for competitive bid solicitations. All contracts using alternative methods of bidding will be approved by PPRB. All purchasing entities shall make the appropriate provisions necessary for the acceptance of bids submitted electronically through a secure system for all purchases that require competitive sealed budding as provided in this section. This will increase usage of MAGIC’s bidder response process and could potentially increase MASH incidents, and require additional agency training.

HB1125 Mississippi Arts and Entertainment Center; authorize DFA to enter into contract with nonprofit corporation for support of.
Office Affected: Bureau of Buildings, Grounds and Real Property Management
The language in this bill is requested by DFA in order to clarify that the land is to be titled to DFA, which will own the facility.

HB1126 Capitol Complex Improvement District; create and fund improvement projects within.
Office Affected: Bureau of Buildings, Grounds and Real Property Management
This bill creates a defined area for infrastructure improvements to be funded by additional sales tax diversion. This bill also gives DFA policing jurisdiction in the defined area.

HB1447	Alcoholic beverages; revise definition of “qualified resort area” under the Local Option Alcoholic Beverage Control Law.
Office Affected: Bureau of Buildings, Grounds and Real Property Management
Section 2 of this bill authorizes DFA to purchase a building in Senatobia for the use of the Department of Revenue.

SB2275	Annual reports of state agencies; require to be published on the Transparency Mississippi website.
Office Affected: MMRS
Each annual report required by law for every state agency, board, commission, department or institution shall be published on the Transparency Mississippi website maintained by DFA.

SB2354	Public Purchasing Law; define certain terms as used in.
Office Affected: Office of Purchasing, Travel and Fleet Management
This bill provides definitions concerning construction, commodities, furniture and equipment installation, public funds, as well as Certified Mississippi Purchasing Agent and Certified Mississippi Procurement Manager designations.

SB2402	Energy service providers; revise laws regarding procedure for public contracts
[bookmark: _GoBack]Office Affected: Bureau of Buildings, Grounds and Real Property Management
This bill calls for energy performance contracts to be 20 years. 

SB2709	Tort Claims Board; revise memberships
Office Affected: Tort Claims Board
This bill is amended to allow designees for each Board member.
