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GENERAL OVERVIEW

Executive Summary

In May of 2021, the State of Mississippi received $903,186,672.95 in State Fiscal Recovery
Funds from the U.S. Treasury. This total represents fifty percent of the total funds allocated to
the State of Mississippi. As of July 31, 2021, none of these funds have been expended.
Mississippi House Bill 109 (Regular session 2021) requires that the funds be appropriated or
otherwise made available by the Legislature. As of July 31, 2021, no appropriation for these
funds has been made. Per HB 109, the funds will remain in a special fund in the State Treasury
until such time as appropriated for use in accordance with the American Rescue Plan Act.

Mississippi Senate Bill 2948, section 27, appropriated $134,023,470.00 million to the Mississippi
Department of Finance and Administration for the purpose of allocating funds to Non-entitiement
Units of Local Government (NEUs). As of July 31, 2021, $117,229,295.11 has been distributed
to 194 NEUs throughout Mississippi.

Two NEUs, Learned and Big Creek, declined the funds. The $57,773.62 has been transferred
to the State of Mississippi.

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Project overview

The ARPA Local funds were received from the US Treasury on June 1, 2021. The Mississippi
Department of Finance and Administration (DFA) collaborated with the Mississippi Municipal
League (MML) to help disseminate information to the NEUs. MML sent several emails in June
to all Mayors and municipal clerks to encourage them to prepare for the opening of the DFA
ARPA Local Portal. Only July 1, DFA was able to open the portal to begin taking requests.

Over the next 31 days, DFA worked with MML to continue to encourage NEUs to apply for these
funds. MML also hosted a training session during their annual conference to help disseminate

information to municipalities.

Over the course of the 31 days, NEUs received email correspondence and phone calis to
provide assistance to the NEUs.

As of July 31, 2021, $117,229,295.11 has been distributed to 194 NEUs throughout Mississippi.
These municipalities have been reminded that they will need to report to the U.S. Treasury with
their expenses on or before October 31, 2021.

Two NEUSs, Learned and Big Creek, declined the funds. The $57,773.62 has been transferred
to the State of Mississippi.
