CONTRACT FOR SECURITY SERVICES

1. Parties. The parties to this contract are the [Agency] (hereinafter “Agency”) and [Contractor] (hereinafter “Contractor”).

2. Purpose. The purpose of this contract is for the Agency to engage Contractor to provide security services for the Agency.

[bookmark: _Hlk129763571]3. Scope of Services. Contractor will perform and complete in a timely and satisfactory manner the services described in Exhibit A: Scope of Services, which is attached hereto and made a part hereof by reference. The scope of services is from IFB No. 2024-01, Preapproved List of Vendors for Security Services, which is incorporated herein by reference. Contractor is one of the preapproved vendors selected through the above referenced IFB for the [Region] Region(s). 

4. General Terms and Conditions. This contract is hereby made subject to the terms and conditions included in Exhibit B: Additional Terms and Conditions, which is attached hereto and made a part hereof by reference.

5. Consideration. As consideration for the performance of the services referenced in Exhibit “A”, the Agency agrees to compensate Contractor as provided in Exhibit “C”, captioned “Compensation”, which is attached hereto and made a part hereof by reference.

[bookmark: Clause6]6. Period of Performance. This contract will become effective for the period beginning [DATE] and ending on [DATE], upon the approval and signature of the parties hereto. The Agency has the option to renew the contract as long as the contract was entered into on or before March 31, 2027, and the period of performance ends no later than March 31, 2029, as set by IFB No. 2024-01, Preapproved List of Vendors for Security Services. Renewals must be approved by the PPRB. 

[bookmark: Clause7]7. Method of Payment. Contractor agrees to accept payments referenced in Paragraph 5 to be paid as billed by Contractor, upon review and approval by Agency. Contractor agrees to submit invoices to the Agency that contain a detailed account of each billing. The final invoice is to be submitted no later than [DATE]. Contractor is classified as an independent contractor and not a contractual employee of the Agency. As such, any compensation due and payable to Contractor will be paid as gross amounts. Contractor invoices shall be submitted to the Agency as set forth in Paragraph 23.

8. Applicable Law. The contract shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Mississippi, excluding its conflicts of laws, provisions, and any litigation with respect thereto shall be brought in the courts of the State. Contractor shall comply with applicable federal, state, and local laws and regulations.

9. Approval. It is understood that if this contract requires approval by the Public Procurement Review Board and/or the Mississippi Department of Finance and Administration Office of Personal Service Contract Review and this contract is not approved by the PPRB and/or OPSCR, it is void and no payment shall be made hereunder.  

10. Availability of Funds. It is expressly understood and agreed that the obligation of the [Agency] to proceed under this agreement is conditioned upon the appropriation of funds by the Mississippi State Legislature and the receipt of state and/or federal funds. If the funds anticipated for the continuing time fulfillment of the agreement are, at any time, not forthcoming or insufficient, either through the failure of the federal government to provide funds or of the State of Mississippi to appropriate funds or the discontinuance or material alteration of the program under which funds were provided or if funds are not otherwise available to the [Agency], the [Agency] shall have the right upon ten (10) working days written notice to Contractor, to terminate this agreement without damage, penalty, cost or expenses to the [Agency] of any kind whatsoever. The effective date of termination shall be as specified in the notice of termination. 

11. Representation Regarding Contingent Fees. Contractor represents that it has not retained a person to solicit or secure a state contract upon an agreement or understanding for a commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee, except as disclosed in Contractor’s bid or proposal. 

12. Representation Regarding Gratuities. Contractor represents that it has not violated, is not violating, and promises that it will not violate the prohibition against gratuities set forth in Section 6-204 (Gratuities) of the Public Procurement Review Board Office of Personal Service Contract Review Rules and Regulations. 

13. Compliance with Laws. Contractor understands that the [Agency] is an equal opportunity employer and therefore, maintains a policy which prohibits unlawful discrimination based on race, color, creed, sex, age, national origin, physical handicap, disability, genetic information, or any other consideration made unlawful by federal, state, or local laws. All such discrimination is unlawful, and Contractor agrees during the term of the agreement that Contractor will strictly adhere to this policy in its employment practices and provision of services. Contractor shall comply with, and all activities under this agreement shall be subject to, all applicable federal, State of Mississippi, and local laws and regulations, as now existing and as may be amended or modified. 

[bookmark: Insurance]14. Insurance. 

a. Contractor shall maintain insurance which, at a minimum, shall include the following types of insurance and coverage limits:

· Workers’ Compensation as required by the laws of the State of Mississippi;

· Comprehensive General Liability or Professional General Liability with minimum limits of $1,000,000.00 per occurrence;

· Employee Dishonesty Insurance or Fidelity Bond Insurance with third-party liability coverage and with minimum limits of $1,000,000.00; and,

· Automobile Liability Insurance covering all vehicles, owned or otherwise, used in the contract work with limits of $1,000,000.00 for injuries including accidental death to any person and subject to the same limit for each person for any one accident involving two or more persons; and,

· Automobile Property Damage Insurance covering all property damage by automobile with limits of $1,000,000.00 for all property damage by automobile.

b. All insurance policies will list the State of Mississippi as an additional insured and upon request, the Contractor will provide copies of any insurance documentation to the Agency. 

c. All insurance policies shall be issued by companies authorized to do business under the laws of the State of Mississippi, meaning insurance carriers must be licensed or hold a Certificate of Authority from the Mississippi Department of Insurance. 

d. The [Agency] reserves the right to request from carriers, certificates of insurance regarding the required coverage.

e. Agencies may require greater limits and will negotiate with Vendors regarding the same. THIS IS THE ONLY NEGOTIABLE TERM.

15. Price Adjustment.

a. Price Adjustment Methods. Any adjustments in contract price, pursuant to a clause in this contract, shall be made in one or more of the following ways:
i. by agreement on a fixed price adjustment before commencement of the additional performance;

ii. by unit prices specified in the contract;

iii. by the costs attributable to the event or situation covered by the clause, plus appropriate profit or fee, all as specified in the contract; or,

iv. by the price escalation clause.

b. Submission of Cost or Pricing Data. Contractor shall provide cost or pricing data for any price adjustments subject to the provisions of Section 3-403 (Cost or Pricing Data) of the Mississippi Public Procurement Review Board Office of Personal Service Contract Review
Rules and Regulations.

16. Stop Work Order. 

a. Order to Stop Work: The Chief Procurement Officer, may, by written order to Contractor at any time, and without notice to any surety, require Contractor to stop all or any part of the work called for by this contract. This order shall be for a specified period not exceeding 90 days after the order is delivered to Contractor, unless the parties agree to any further period. Any such order shall be identified specifically as a stop work order issued pursuant to this clause. Upon receipt of such an order, Contractor shall forthwith comply with its terms and take all reasonable steps to minimize the occurrence of costs allocable to the work covered by the order during the period of work stoppage. Before the stop work order expires, or within any further period to which the parties shall have agreed, the Chief Procurement Officer shall either: 

i. cancel the stop work order; or, 

ii. terminate the work covered by such order as provided in the Termination for Default clause or the Termination for Convenience clause of this contract. 

b. Cancellation or Expiration of the Order: If a stop work order issued under this clause is canceled at any time during the period specified in the order, or if the period of the order or any extension thereof expires, Contractor shall have the right to resume work. An appropriate adjustment shall be made in the delivery schedule or Contractor price, or both, and the contract shall be modified in writing accordingly, if: 

i. the stop work order results in an increase in the time required for, or in Contractor’s cost properly allocable to, the performance of any part of this contract; and, 

ii. Contractor asserts a claim for such an adjustment within 30 days after the end of the period of work stoppage; provided that, if the Chief Procurement Officer decides that the facts justify such action, any such claim asserted may be received and acted upon at any time prior to final payment under this contract. 

c. Termination of Stopped Work: If a stop work order is not canceled and the work covered by such order is terminated for default or convenience, the reasonable costs resulting from the stop work order shall be allowed by adjustment or otherwise. 

17. Termination for Convenience. 

a. Termination. The Agency Head or designee may, when the interests of the State so require, terminate this contract in whole or in part, for the convenience of the State. The Agency Head or designee shall give written notice of the termination to Contractor specifying the part of the contract terminated and when termination becomes effective.

b. Contractor's Obligations. Contractor shall incur no further obligations in connection with the terminated work and on the date set in the notice of termination Contractor will stop work to the extent specified. Contractor shall also terminate outstanding orders and subcontracts as they relate to the terminated work. Contractor shall settle the liabilities and claims arising out of the termination of subcontracts and orders connected with the terminated work. The Agency Head or designee may direct Contractor to assign Contractor’s right, title, and interest under terminated orders or subcontracts to the State. Contractor must still complete the work not terminated by the notice of termination and may incur obligations as are necessary to do so.

18. Termination for Default.

a. Default. If Contractor refuses or fails to perform any of the provisions of this contract with such diligence as will ensure its completion within the time specified in this contract or any extension thereof, or otherwise fails to timely satisfy the contract provisions, or commits any other substantial breach of this contract, the Agency Head or designee may notify Contractor in writing of the delay or nonperformance and if not cured in ten (10) days or any longer time specified in writing by the Agency Head or designee, such officer may terminate Contractor’s right to proceed with the contract or such part of the contract as to which there has been delay or a failure to properly perform. In the event of termination in whole or in part, the Agency Head or designee may procure similar supplies or services in a manner and upon terms deemed appropriate by the Agency Head or designee. Contractor shall continue performance of the contract to the extent it is not terminated and shall be liable for excess costs incurred in procuring similar goods or services

b. Contractor's Duties. Notwithstanding termination of the contract and subject to any directions from the Chief Procurement Officer, Contractor shall take timely, reasonable, and necessary action to protect and preserve property in the possession of Contractor in which the State has an interest.

c. Compensation. Payment for completed services delivered and accepted by the State shall be at the contract price. The State may withhold from amounts due Contractor such sums as the Agency Head or designee deems to be necessary to protect the State against loss because of outstanding liens or claims of former lien holders and to reimburse the State for the excess costs incurred in procuring similar goods and services.

d. Excuse for Nonperformance or Delayed Performance. Except with respect to defaults of subcontractors, Contractor shall not be in default by reason of any failure in performance of this contract in accordance with its terms (including any failure by Contractor to make progress in the prosecution of the work hereunder which endangers such performance) if Contractor has notified the Agency Head or designee within 15 days after the cause of the delay and the failure arises out of causes such as: acts of God; acts of the public enemy; acts of the State and any other governmental entity in its sovereign or contractual capacity; fires; floods; epidemics; quarantine restrictions; strikes or other labor disputes; freight embargoes; or unusually severe weather. If the failure to perform is caused by the failure of a subcontractor to perform or to make progress, and if such failure arises out of causes similar to those set forth above, Contractor shall not be deemed to be in default, unless the services to be furnished by the subcontractor were reasonably obtainable from other sources in sufficient time to permit Contractor to meet the contract requirements. Upon request of Contractor, the Agency Head or designee shall ascertain the facts and extent of such failure, and, if such officer determines that any failure to perform was occasioned by any one or more of the excusable causes, and that, but for the excusable cause, Contractor’s progress and performance would have met the terms of the contract, the delivery schedule shall be revised accordingly, subject to the rights of the State under the clause entitled (in fixed-price contracts, “Termination for Convenience,” in cost-reimbursement contracts, “Termination”). 

(As used in this Paragraph of this clause, the term “subcontractor” means subcontractor at any tier).

e. Erroneous Termination for Default. If, after notice of termination of Contractor’s right to proceed under the provisions of this clause, it is determined for any reason that the contract was not in default under the provisions of this clause, or that the delay was excusable under the provisions of Paragraph (4) (Excuse for Nonperformance or Delayed Performance) of this clause, the rights and obligations of the parties shall, if the contract contains a clause providing for termination for convenience of the State, be the same as if the notice of termination had been issued pursuant to a termination for convenience.

f. Additional Rights and Remedies. The rights and remedies provided in this clause are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law or under this contract.

19. Termination Upon Bankruptcy. This contract may be terminated in whole or in part by the [Agency] upon written notice to Contractor, if Contractor should become the subject of bankruptcy or receivership proceedings, whether voluntary or involuntary, or upon the execution by Contractor of an assignment for the benefit of its creditors. In the event of such termination, Contractor shall be entitled to recover just and equitable compensation for satisfactory work performed under this contract, but in no case shall said compensation exceed the total contract price.

20. E-Payment. Contractor agrees to accept all payments in United States currency via the State of Mississippi’s electronic payment and remittance vehicle. The Agency agrees to make payment in accordance with Mississippi law on “Timely Payments for Purchases by Public Bodies,” which generally provides for payment of undisputed amounts by the Agency within forty-five (45) days of receipt of invoice. Mississippi Code Annotated § 31-7-301 et seq.

21. E-Verification. If applicable, Contractor represents and warrants that it will ensure its compliance with the Mississippi Employment Protection Act of 2008 and will register and participate in the status verification system for all newly hired employees. Mississippi Code Annotated §§ 71-11-1 et seq. The term “employee” as used herein means any person that is hired to perform work within the State of Mississippi. As used herein, “status verification system” means the Illegal Immigration Reform and Immigration Responsibility Act of 1996 that is operated by the United States Department of Homeland Security, also known as the E-Verify Program, or any other successor electronic verification system replacing the E-Verify Program. Contractor agrees to maintain records of such compliance. Upon request of the State and after approval of the Social Security Administration or Department of Homeland Security when required, Contractor agrees to provide a copy of each such verification. Contractor further represents and warrants that any person assigned to perform services hereafter meets the employment eligibility requirements of all immigration laws. The breach of this agreement may subject Contractor to the following:

a. termination of this contract for services and ineligibility for any state or public contract in Mississippi for up to three (3) years with notice of such cancellation/termination being made public;

b. the loss of any license, permit, certification or other document granted to Contractor by an agency, department or governmental entity for the right to do business in Mississippi for up to one (1) year; or,

c. both. In the event of such cancellation/termination, Contractor would also be liable for any additional costs incurred by the State due to Contract cancellation or loss of license or permit to do business in the State.

22. Transparency. This contract, including any accompanying exhibits, attachments, and appendices, is subject to the “Mississippi Public Records Act of 1983,” and its exceptions. See Mississippi Code Annotated §§ 25-61-1 et seq. and Mississippi Code Annotated § 79-23-1. In addition, this contract is subject to the provisions of the Mississippi Accountability and Transparency Act of 2008. Mississippi Code Annotated §§ 27-104-151 et seq. Unless exempted from disclosure due to a court-issued protective order, a copy of this executed contract is required to be posted to the Mississippi Department of Finance and Administration’s independent agency contract website for public access at http://www.transparency.mississippi.gov. Information identified by Contractor as trade secrets, or other proprietary information, including confidential vendor information or any other information which is required confidential by state or federal law or outside the applicable freedom of information statutes, will be redacted.

23. Paymode. Payments by state agencies using the State’s accounting system shall be made and remittance information provided electronically as directed by the State. These payments shall be deposited into the bank account of Contractor’s choice. The State may, at its sole discretion, require Contractor to electronically submit invoices and supporting documentation at any time during the term of this Agreement. Contractor understands and agrees that the State is exempt from the payment of taxes. All payments shall be in United States currency.

24. Procurement Regulations. The contract shall be governed by the applicable provisions of the Public Procurement Review Board Office of Personal Service Contract Review Rules and Regulations, a copy of which is available at 501 North West Street, Suite 1300, Jackson, Mississippi 39201 for inspection, or downloadable at http://www.DFA.ms.gov.

25. Trade Secrets, Commercial and Financial Information. It is expressly understood that Mississippi law requires that the provisions of this contract which contain the commodities purchased or the personal or professional services provided, the price to be paid, and the term of the contract shall not be deemed to be a trade secret or confidential commercial or financial information and shall be available for examination, copying, or reproduction.

26. Requirements Contract. During the period of the contract, Contractor shall provide all the service described in the contract. Contractor understands and agrees that this is a requirements contract and that the [Agency] shall have no obligation to Contractor if no services are required. Any quantities that are included in the scope of work reflect the current expectations of the [Agency] for the period of the contract. The amount is only an estimate and Contractor understands and agrees that the [Agency] is under no obligation to Contractor to buy any amount of the services as a result of having provided this estimate or of having any typical or measurable requirement in the past. Contractor further understands and agrees that the [Agency] may require services in an amount less than or in excess of the estimated annual contract amount and that the quantity actually used, whether in excess of the estimate or less than the estimate, shall not give rise to any claim for compensation other than the total of the unit prices in the contract for the quantity actually used.

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EXHIBIT A: SCOPE OF SERVICES

I. [bookmark: ExhibitB]Contractor shall provide uniformed security guards on an as-needed basis in four separate categories: (1) unarmed foot patrol, (2) armed foot patrol, (3) unarmed vehicular patrol, and (4) armed vehicular patrol. Foot patrol services may include the use of motorized and non-motorized means of transportation as provided by the Agency (such as golf cart, Segway, or bicycle, etc.). Vehicular patrols will be conducted in a vehicle provided by the contractor. 

Services to be provided include safeguarding the agency employees and a large range of facilities (some facilities could be potential terrorist targets). Examples of agency facilities include, but are not limited to, the following: office buildings, hospitals, schools, warehouses, water reservoirs, and communications networks, etc. Each agency may have more than one location and in different regions of the state. Some agencies may require 24/7 on-site security presence, others need coverage only during regular business hours; still others may only require security services on weekends or during unique short-term events (i.e. specific threat, job fairs, art exhibits, etc.). Examples of services to be provided include, but are not limited to, the following: allowing only authorized persons access to the building(s); maintaining an activity log (electronic or paper) in accordance with [Agency] requirements (such as accepting UPS, FedEx, or other package deliveries); monitoring and investigating all internal alarm systems (such as fire); escorting agency employees to conduct agency banking business; checking to ensure all entrances and exits are secure at the end of the day; deterring acts of vandalism, graffiti, burglary, trespassing, and other hazardous, criminal, or unauthorized activities; conducting security patrols in accordance with the routes and schedules established in the post orders; responding to calls regarding fires, bomb threats, or any other emergency situations; roving patrol of property to detect and prevent criminal or unauthorized activities; and monitoring the employee parking area which may require a security guard to be stationed outside. The selected preapproved contractors must have a field supervisor on-call twenty-four (24) hours a day to deal with any security issues which arise. Additional services may be required by the [Agency]. 

1. Minimum Requirements for Security Guards:
Each security guard placed at the [Agency] must have:

a. A minimum of two (2) years’ experience as a security officer, or two (2) years’ experience in a branch of law enforcement or other type of protective service; and,
b. Capability and training to handle all incidents in a legal and professional manner; and,
c. English language proficiency; and,
d. Undergone a thorough criminal background check including, but not limited to: fingerprint check, criminal records check, sex offender registration records check, and drug screening at the contractor’s expense and prior to hire; and,
e. Authorization to carry weapons in the State of Mississippi with a copy of the weapon permit provided to the hiring agency.

II. Detailed Scope to be Provided by the [Agency]

The [Agency] will provide a detailed scope and specific work requirements when that Agency selects a vendor on the PVL for consideration concerning a specific project or need. Such scope and requirements will include, but are not limited to, a description of work activities, required proficiency tests, a definition of deliverables, time frames, and budget parameters. The Contractor must maintain a sufficient pool of qualified staff large enough to meet the Agency’s needs within forty-eight (48) hours. [Any details regarding the scope of work from the Agency should be included here.]

III. With regard to the provision of these services, the Contractor shall:

1. Assign an Account Representative to work directly with the designated Agency Representative managing the contract;

2. Designate a contact person available twenty-four (24) hours daily for communication with the [Agency], if required;

3. Provide the required number of qualified, competent, well-trained, drug-free, and appropriately dressed security guards to perform the duties required during the shifts required, seven days a week, including weekends and holidays as needed;

4. Ensure that the contract security guard understands work commitments and reports to work at the time and place specified by the [Agency];

5. Fulfill agency requests for security guard(s) within twenty-four (24) hours of request;

6. Replace any security guard(s) not performing to the satisfaction of the [Agency] within forty-eight (48) hours of a request to do so by the Agency and at no additional expense to the Agency;
 
7. Maintain a sufficient pool of qualified security guards large enough that if, for any reason, the scheduled security guard does not report for duty or must be replaced, the security company can provide a replacement security guard within two (2) hours after notification;

8. Ensure that security guard(s) do not vacate their post during or at the end of their shift unless relieved by appropriate duty personnel, and arrange for replacement personnel for shift changes, breaks, and for unanticipated events (i.e. illness, family emergency, etc.);

9. Ensure that no security guard or supervisors work more than twelve (12) hours including any and all breaks, in a twenty-four (24) hour period; the [Agency], in an emergency situation, can waive this requirement when the circumstances are beyond the control of the Contractor;

10. At the request of the [Agency], arrange for the Agency to interview any security guard who may be placed at the Agency for up to one hour, at the Contractor's expense.

11. If requested by the [Agency], arrange for contract security guards to attend agency-specific orientation, not to exceed two (2) hours, prior to beginning first assignment, if requested by the Agency (in which case, license must be provided prior to orientation);

12. Administer and maintain all employment and payroll records, payroll processing, and payment of payroll checks and taxes, including the deductions required by the state, federal, and local laws, such as social security and withholding taxes. It is the sole responsibility of the Contractor to comply with laws or regulations requiring an employer to withhold and/or pay employment-related taxes or other withholdings required by law;

13. Make all unemployment compensation contributions required by federal and State law and process claims as required;

14. Abide by all ordinances and laws pertaining to the Agency’s operation and secure all required licenses, permits, certifications, trainings, background investigations, fingerprint checks, and drug tests;

15. Ensure that contract security guards fully comply with the Agency's policies and procedures, the applicable standards of care, Joint Commission standards, and all applicable regulations as now existing or as may be modified;

16. Ensure that the security guard(s) are in complete uniform and well-groomed at all times;

17. Provide all materials, serviceable firearms, ammunition, nightsticks, serviceable flashlights, rain gear, uniforms which are clean, in good repair, easily recognizable and identify the security guard as an employee of the contractor, and any other miscellaneous equipment which may be needed;

18. Provide vehicle(s) and display “Security” on the driver and front passenger door if providing the optional patrol vehicle(s);

19. Operate and maintain vehicle(s) in accordance with all applicable laws and regulations of the State of Mississippi and those established by the [Agency] at the Contractor’s expense;

20. Ensure that security guards working in prisons, courts, and similar environments comply with any Agency restrictions regarding contact with any inmate, any member of the inmate’s family, or any of the inmate’s friends, on-site or off, except in a manner that supports the contract;

21. Perform all services provided in the contract with the [Agency] per customary and reasonable industry standards as well as in strict conformance to all laws, statutes, and ordinances and the applicable rules, regulations, methods, and procedures of all government boards, bureaus, offices, and other agencies. No statement within this contract shall negate compliance with any applicable governing regulation. The absence of detailed specifications or the omission of a detailed description shall be recognized as meaning that only the best commercial practices are to prevail.

22. Perform a background check and/or drug screening prior to hire and, if requested, verify and/or provide the results to the [Agency] (test must show that employees are drug free);

23. Conduct periodic drug testing of security personnel at the contractor’s expense throughout the year at a minimum of twice per year and provide copies of the results as required by the [Agency];

24. Provide CPR-certified security guards and a copy of the appropriate certification as required by the [Agency];

25. Provide a copy of current license as applicable, for each contract armed security guard worker assigned to the [Agency] prior to or upon clocking in for a scheduled shift;

26. Contractor must abide by all policies, procedures, and laws pertaining to the Agency’s operation at all times, including but not limited to: 

a. All state facilities are non-smoking; personnel must adhere to this requirement. The use of tobacco products is prohibited except within designated smoking areas.
b. Possessing any illegal drug or alcoholic beverage on state property is prohibited. Personnel shall not consume any unlawful or illegally obtained drug or alcoholic beverage while on duty.
c. Personnel should refrain from using foul, abusive, or profane language on state property.
d. Personnel shall not flirt or fraternize with Agency personnel or any visitor at the Agency.
e. Personnel shall not solicit or otherwise interfere with the work of Agency employees.
f. Personnel shall not engage in personal activities such as, but not limited to, texting, personal phone calls, or reading magazines while on the job and shall comply with the Agency's restrictions regarding visitation with friends, family members, or acquaintances while on the job.
g. Agency reserves the right to inspect and search all Contractor personnel or vehicles anytime while on facility grounds.
h. Personnel must sign in and out at most state facilities. Personnel must strictly observe security provisions for all state facilities.
i. Personnel may be required to provide photographic identification for inspection upon entering state facilities or grounds. Employees must wear clearly visible personnel identification badges, visitor badges, or personal identification of the individual employee.
j. Deviations from any of the policies in Section 26 may be considered grounds for contract termination.

IV. The Agency may choose to include the following clauses in this contract if the Agency determines including such requirements is in the best interest of the State: 

1. The Contractor is prohibited from recruiting any security staff at the Agency's facility for employment with the Contractor. The prohibition on recruiting applies whether the security staff are employees of the [Agency], contract workers, independent contractors, or employees assigned by another staffing agency providing security staff at the Agency's facility.

2. A person assigned to an Agency's facility under this PVL may only be assigned to that facility by the Contractor who initially placed the person with the Agency. That person may not be assigned to the particular facility by another Vendor providing security services to the [Agency].   The [Agency] has the sole discretion to waive this requirement when the Agency determines that doing so is in the best interest of the State.

3. The Contractor must require all security staff assigned to the [Agency] to sign in and out of their shift using a standard timesheet provided by the Agency. It is the responsibility of the Contractor to ensure the timesheet is appropriately completed and approved by the shift supervisor at the [Agency]. Agency may refuse to pay for hours where the Contractor failed to ensure the timesheet was appropriately completed by the security staff and approved by the appropriate supervisor at the time the shift was worked.

4. The Contractor must agree to cooperate with the [Agency] in any reasonable efforts to prevent fraud, waste, or abuse; in any investigations regarding alleged negligence or intentional misconduct by security staff assigned to the [Agency] by the Contractor; or in any other endeavor the Agency may undertake to protect the integrity of the services requested, provided, and to be paid for under this contract.

5. The [Agency] has the right to refuse any individual security staff assigned by the Contractor to the Agency. This right of refusal is in the sole discretion of the [Agency] and does not require that the Agency provide cause or justification for such refusal.

6. The Contractor must provide all reasonable information requested by the [Agency] on its invoices, including but not limited to the security staff's name, position, dates worked, hours worked, and the applicable pay rate.

7. Throughout the life of the contract, the Contractor's Account Representative, as appointed under Section 1, or any person the Account Representative has appointed in writing to be their designee, is the only person authorized to approve or accept shifts requested by the [Agency]. Individual security staff assigned to the Agency cannot accept shifts. Acceptance of any shifts by the Contractor shall be done in writing prior to the shift.

V. Additional Requirements

[The Agency may have additional minimum requirements and weapons qualifications, including specific permits, certifications, licenses, designations, and/or trainings pertinent to agency operations. Examples include, but are not limited to, the following: valid Mississippi driver’s license; successful drug test passage; completion of specialized training (i.e. weapons, reporting, canine, terrorism, FEMA, First Aid, Automated External Defibrillator (AED), School Resource Officer, etc.). If required, the contractor must provide copies to the agency. All certifications, licenses, and permits should be current and maintained in accordance with the contract.]


EXHIBIT B: ADDITIONAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. Anti-assignment/Subcontracting. Contractor acknowledges that it was selected by the State to perform the services required hereunder based, in part, upon Contractor’s special skills and expertise. Contractor shall not assign, subcontract, or otherwise transfer this agreement, in whole or in part, without the prior written consent of the State, which the State may, in its sole discretion, approve or deny without reason. Any attempted assignment or transfer of its obligations without such consent shall be null and void. No such approval by the State of any subcontract shall be deemed in any way to provide for the incurrence of any obligation of the State in addition to the total fixed price agreed upon in this agreement. Subcontracts shall be subject to the terms and conditions of this agreement and to any conditions of approval that the State may deem necessary. Subject to the foregoing, this agreement shall be binding upon the respective successors and assigns of the parties.

2. Approval. It is understood that this contract requires approval by the Public Procurement Review Board. If this contract is not approved, it is void and no payment shall be made hereunder.

3. Attorney’s Fees and Expenses. Subject to other terms and conditions of this agreement, in the event Contractor defaults in any obligations under this agreement, Contractor shall pay to the State all costs and expenses (including, without limitation, investigative fees, court costs, and attorney’s fees) incurred by the State in enforcing this agreement or otherwise reasonably related thereto. Contractor agrees that under no circumstances shall the customer be obligated to pay any attorney’s fees or costs of legal action to Contractor.

4. Authority to Contract. Contractor warrants: (a) that it is a validly organized business with valid authority to enter into this agreement; (b) that it is qualified to do business and in good standing in the State of Mississippi; (c) that entry into and performance under this agreement is not restricted or prohibited by any loan, security, financing, contractual, or other agreement of any kind; and, (d) notwithstanding any other provision of this agreement to the contrary, that there are no existing legal proceedings or prospective legal proceedings, either voluntary or otherwise, which may adversely affect its ability to perform its obligations under this agreement.

5. Information Designated by Contractor as Confidential. Any disclosure of those materials, documents, data, and other information which Contractor has designated in writing as proprietary and confidential shall be subject to the provisions of Mississippi Code Annotated §§ 25-61-9 and 79-23-1. As provided in the contract, the personal or professional services to be provided, the price to be paid, and the term of the contract shall not be deemed to be a trade secret, or confidential commercial or financial information. Any liability resulting from the wrongful disclosure of confidential information on the part of Contractor or its subcontractor shall rest with Contractor. Disclosure of any confidential information by Contractor or its subcontractor without the express written approval of the Agency shall result in the immediate termination of this agreement.

6. Confidentiality. Notwithstanding any provision to the contrary contained herein, it is recognized that the [Agency] is a public agency of the State of Mississippi and is subject to the Mississippi Public Records Act. Mississippi Code Annotated §§ 25-61-1 et seq. If a public records request is made for any information provided to the [Agency] pursuant to the agreement and designated by the Contractor in writing as trade secrets or other proprietary confidential information, the [Agency] shall follow the provisions of Mississippi Code Annotated §§ 25-61-9 and 79-23-1 before disclosing such information. The [Agency] shall not be liable to the Contractor for disclosure of information required by court order or required by law.

7. Contractor Personnel. The [Agency] shall, throughout the life of the contract, have the right of reasonable rejection and approval of staff or subcontractors assigned to the work by Contractor. If the [Agency] reasonably rejects staff or subcontractors, Contractor must provide replacement staff or subcontractors satisfactory to the [Agency] in a timely manner and at no additional cost to the [Agency]. The day-to-day supervision and control of Contractor’s employees and subcontractors is the sole responsibility of Contractor.

8. Debarment and Suspension. Contractor certifies to the best of its knowledge and belief, that it:

a. is not presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from covered transaction by any federal department or agency or any political subdivision or agency of the State of Mississippi;

b. has not, within a three year period preceding this proposal, been convicted of or had a civil judgment rendered against it for commission of fraud or a criminal offense in connection with obtaining, attempting to obtain, or performing a public (federal, state, or local) transaction or contract under a public transaction;

c. has not, within a three year period preceding this proposal, been convicted of or had a civil judgment rendered against it for a violation of federal or state antitrust statutes or commission of embezzlement, theft, forgery, bribery, falsification or destruction of records, making false statements, or receiving stolen property;

d. is not presently indicted for or otherwise criminally or civilly charged by a governmental entity (federal, state or local) with commission of any of these offenses enumerated in paragraphs two (2) and (3) of this certification; and,

e. has not, within a three year period preceding this proposal, had one or more public transactions (federal, state, or local) terminated for cause or default.

9. Disclosure of Confidential Information. In the event that either party to this agreement receives notice that a third party requests divulgence of confidential or otherwise protected information and/or has served upon it a subpoena or other validly issued administrative or judicial process ordering divulgence of confidential or otherwise protected information that party shall promptly inform the other party and thereafter respond in conformity with such subpoena to the extent mandated by law. This section shall survive the termination or completion of this agreement. The parties agree that this section is subject to and superseded by Mississippi Code Annotated §§ 25-61-1 et seq.

10. Exceptions to Confidential Information. Contractor and the State shall not be obligated to treat as confidential and proprietary any information disclosed by the other party (“disclosing party”) which:

a. is rightfully known to the recipient prior to negotiations leading to this agreement, other than information obtained in confidence under prior engagements;

b. is generally known or easily ascertainable by nonparties of ordinary skill in the business of the customer;

c. is released by the disclosing party to any other person, firm, or entity (including governmental agencies or bureaus) without restriction;

d. is independently developed by the recipient without any reliance on confidential information;

e. is or later becomes part of the public domain or may be lawfully obtained by the State or Contractor from any nonparty; or,

f. is disclosed with the disclosing party’s prior written consent.

11. Errors in Extension. If the unit price and the extension price are at variance, the unit price shall prevail.

12. Failure to Deliver. In the event of failure of Contractor to deliver services in accordance with the contract terms and conditions, the [Agency], after due oral or written notice, may procure the services from other sources and hold Contractor responsible for any resulting additional purchase and administrative costs. This remedy shall be in addition to any other remedies that the [Agency] may have.

13. Failure to Enforce. Failure by the [Agency] at any time to enforce the provisions of the contract shall not be construed as a waiver of any such provisions. Such failure to enforce shall not affect the validity of the contract or any part thereof or the right of the [Agency] to enforce any provision at any time in accordance with its terms.

14. Final Payment. Upon satisfactory completion of the work performed under this contract, as a condition before final payment under this contract, or as a termination settlement under this contract, Contractor shall execute and deliver to the [Agency] a release of all claims against the State arising under, or by virtue of, the contract, except claims which are specifically exempted by Contractor to be set forth therein. Unless otherwise provided in this contract, by state law, or otherwise expressly agreed to by the parties in this contract, final payment under the contract or settlement upon termination of this contract shall not constitute waiver of the State’s claims against Contractor under this contract.

15. Force Majeure. Each party shall be excused from performance for any period and to the extent that it is prevented from performing any obligation or service, in whole or in part, as a result of causes beyond the reasonable control and without the fault or negligence of such party and/or its subcontractors. Such acts shall include without limitation acts of God, strikes, lockouts, riots, acts of war, epidemics, governmental regulations superimposed after the fact, fire, earthquakes, floods, or other natural disasters (“force majeure events”). When such a cause arises, Contractor shall notify the State immediately in writing of the cause of its inability to perform, how it affects its performance, and the anticipated duration of the inability to perform. Delays in delivery or in meeting completion dates due to force majeure events shall automatically extend such dates for a period equal to the duration of the delay caused by such events, unless the State determines it to be in its best interest to terminate the agreement.	

16. Indemnification. To the fullest extent allowed by law, Contractor shall indemnify, defend, save and hold harmless, protect, and exonerate the agency, its commissioners, board members, officers, employees, agents, and representatives, and the State of Mississippi from and against all claims, demands, liabilities, suits, actions, damages, losses, and costs of every kind and nature whatsoever including, without limitation, court costs, investigative fees and expenses, and attorney’s fees, arising out of or caused by Contractor and/or its partners, principals, agents, employees and/or subcontractors in the performance of or failure to perform this agreement. In the State’s sole discretion upon approval of the Office of the Mississippi Attorney General, Contractor may be allowed to control the defense of any such claim, suit, etc. In the event Contractor defends said claim, suit, etc., Contractor shall use legal counsel acceptable to the Office of the Mississippi Attorney General. Contractor shall be solely responsible for all costs and/or expenses associated with such defense, and the State shall be entitled to participate in said defense. Contractor shall not settle any claim, suit, etc. without the State’s concurrence of the Office of the Mississippi Attorney General, which shall not be unreasonably withheld. 

17. Independent Contractor Status. Contractor shall, at all times, be regarded as and shall be legally considered an independent contractor and shall at no time act as an agent for the State. Nothing contained herein shall be deemed or construed by the State, Contractor, or any third party as creating the relationship of principal and agent, master and servant, partners, joint ventures, employer and employee, or any similar such relationship between the State and Contractor. Neither the method of computation of fees or other charges, nor any other provision contained herein, nor any acts of the State or Contractor hereunder creates, or shall be deemed to create a relationship other than the independent relationship of the State and Contractor. Contractor’s personnel shall not be deemed in any way, directly or indirectly, expressly or by implication, to be employees of the State. Neither Contractor nor its employees shall, under any circumstances, be considered servants, agents, or employees of the [Agency], and the [Agency] shall be at no time legally responsible for any negligence or other wrongdoing by Contractor, its servants, agents, or employees. The [Agency] shall not withhold from the contract payments to Contractor any federal or state unemployment taxes, federal or state income taxes, Social Security tax, or any other amounts for benefits to Contractor. Further, the [Agency] shall not provide to Contractor any insurance coverage or other benefits, including Worker’s Compensation, normally provided by the State for its employees. 

18. Integrated Agreement/Merger. This agreement, including all contract documents, represents the entire and integrated agreement between the parties hereto and supersedes all prior negotiations, representations or agreements, irrespective of whether written or oral. This agreement may be altered, amended, or modified only by a written document executed by the State and Contractor. Contractor acknowledges that it has thoroughly read all contract documents and has had the opportunity to receive competent advice and counsel necessary for it to form a full and complete understanding of all rights and obligations herein. Accordingly, this agreement shall not be construed or interpreted in favor of or against the State or Contractor on the basis of draftsmanship or preparation hereof. 

19. Modification or Renegotiation. This agreement may be modified only by written agreement signed by the parties hereto. The parties agree to renegotiate the agreement if federal and/or state revisions of any applicable laws or regulations make changes in this agreement necessary. 

20. No Limitation of Liability. Nothing in this agreement shall be interpreted as excluding or limiting any tort liability of Contractor for harm caused by the intentional or reckless conduct of Contractor or for damages

All notices required or permitted to be given under this agreement must be in writing and personally delivered or sent by certified United States mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested, to the party to whom the notice should be given at the address set forth below. Notice shall be deemed given when actually received or when refused. The parties agree to promptly notify each other in writing of any change of address.

22. Non-solicitation of Employees. Each party to this agreement agrees not to employ or to solicit for employment, directly or indirectly, any persons in the full-time or part-time employment of the other party until at least six (6) months after this agreement terminates unless mutually agreed to in writing by the State and Contractor.

23. Oral Statements. No oral statement of any person shall modify or otherwise affect the terms, conditions, or specifications stated in this contract. All modifications to the contract must be made in writing by the [Agency] and agreed to by Contractor.

24. Ownership of Documents and Work Papers. The [Agency] shall own all documents, files, reports, work papers and working documentation, electronic or otherwise, created in connection with the project which is the subject of this agreement, except for Contractor’s internal administrative and quality assurance files and internal project correspondence. Contractor shall deliver such documents and work papers to the [Agency] upon termination or completion of the agreement. The foregoing notwithstanding, Contractor shall be entitled to retain a set of such work papers for its files. Contractor shall be entitled to use such work papers only after receiving written permission from the [Agency] and subject to any copyright protections.

25. Priority. The contract consists of this agreement, the Invitation for Bids (IFB No. 2024-01), and the bid submitted by [Contractor] as reflected on the Preapproved Vendor List resulting from that IFB. Any ambiguities, conflicts or questions of interpretation of this contract shall be resolved by first, reference to this agreement with exhibits and, if still unresolved, by reference to the IFB, and, if still unresolved, by reference to the PVL. Omission of any term or obligation from this agreement shall not be deemed an omission from this contract if such term or obligation is provided for elsewhere in this contract.

26. Quality Control. Contractor shall institute and maintain throughout the contract period a properly documented quality control program designed to ensure that the services are provided at all times and in all respects in accordance with the contract. The program shall include providing daily supervision and conducting frequent inspections of Contractor’s staff and ensuring that accurate records are maintained describing the disposition of all complaints. The records so created shall be open to inspection by the [Agency].

27. Record Retention and Access to Records. Provided Contractor is given reasonable advance written notice and such inspection is made during normal business hours of Contractor, the State or any duly authorized representatives shall have unimpeded, prompt access to any of Contractor’s books, documents, papers, and/or records which are maintained or produced as a result of the project for the purpose of making audits, examinations, excerpts, and transcriptions. All records related to this agreement shall be retained by Contractor for three (3) years after final payment is made under this agreement and all pending matters are closed; however, if any audit, litigation or other action arising out of or related in any way to this project is commenced before the end of the three (3) year period, the records shall be retained for one (1) year after all issues arising out of the action are finally resolved or until the end of the three (3) year period, whichever is later.

[bookmark: B29]28. Renewal of Contract. The contract may be renewed at the discretion of the Agency upon written notice to Contractor at least [NUMBER] days prior to each contract anniversary date for a period of [NUMBER] successive one-year periods under the same prices, terms, and conditions as in the original contract. The total number of renewal years permitted shall not exceed [NUMBER], or extend past March 31, 2029.

29. Recovery of Money. Whenever, under the contract, any sum of money shall be recoverable from or payable by Contractor to the [Agency], the same amount may be deducted from any sum due to Contractor under the contract or under any other contract between Contractor and the [Agency]. The rights of the [Agency] are in addition and without prejudice to any other right the [Agency] may have to claim the amount of any loss or damage suffered by the [Agency] on account of the acts or omissions of Contractor.

30. Right to Audit. Contractor shall maintain such financial records and other records as may be prescribed by the [Agency] or by applicable federal and state laws, rules, and regulations. Contractor shall retain these records for a period of three years after final payment, or until they are audited by the [Agency], whichever event occurs first. These records shall be made available during the term of the contract and the subsequent three-year period for examination, transcription, and audit by the Mississippi State Auditor’s Office, its designees, or other authorized bodies.

31. Right to Inspect Facility. The State may, at reasonable times, inspect the place of business of a Contractor or any subcontractor which is related to the performance of any contract awarded by the State.

32. Severability. If any part of this agreement is declared to be invalid or unenforceable, such invalidity or unenforceability shall not affect any other provision of the agreement that can be given effect without the invalid or unenforceable provision, and to this end the provisions hereof are severable. In such event, the parties shall amend the agreement as necessary to reflect the original intent of the parties and to bring any invalid or unenforceable provisions in compliance with applicable law.

33. State Property. Contractor will be responsible for the proper custody and care of any state-owned property furnished for Contractor’s use in connection with the performance of this agreement. Contractor will reimburse the State for any loss or damage, normal wear and tear excepted.

34. Third Party Action Notification. Contractor shall give the customer prompt notice in writing of any action or suit filed, and prompt notice of any claim made against Contractor by any entity that may result in litigation related in any way to this agreement.

35. Unsatisfactory Work. If, at any time during the contract term, the service performed or work done by Contractor is considered by the [Agency] to create a condition that threatens the health, safety, or welfare of the citizens and/or employees of the State of Mississippi, Contractor shall, on being notified by the [Agency], immediately correct such deficient service or work. In the event Contractor fails, after notice, to correct the deficient service or work immediately, the [Agency] shall have the right to order the correction of the deficiency by separate contract or with its own resources at the expense of Contractor.

36. Waiver. No delay or omission by either party to this agreement in exercising any right, power, or remedy hereunder or otherwise afforded by contract, at law, or in equity shall constitute an acquiescence therein, impair any other right, power or remedy hereunder or otherwise afforded by any means, or operate as a waiver of such right, power, or remedy. No waiver by either party to this agreement shall be valid unless set forth in writing by the party making said waiver. No waiver of or modification to any term or condition of this agreement will void, waive, or change any other term or condition. No waiver by one party to this agreement of a default by the other party will imply, be construed as or require waiver of future or other defaults.

Fixed Price, Indefinite Quantity Contract
This contract is for an indefinite quantity of hours to be furnished as requested by the Agency for fixed hourly rates. The Agency cannot guarantee a minimum number of hours.  The Agency will pay only for hours worked at the request of the Agency. In consideration of services provided, the [Agency] agrees to pay the Contractor the hourly rates stated in an amount not to exceed [Contract Maximum Amount].

Price Adjustment Clause
The hourly rates stated herein shall remain firm, valid, and renewable for five years following the effective date of the PVL, except a price adjustment may be allowed in the event unanticipated market disruptions occur such that the hourly rates bid by the Contractor in response to Invitation for Bids 2024-01, Preapproved List of Vendors for Security Services, are no longer viable for the provision of services required by the Agency. The Contractor must provide a market analysis regarding the viability of the originally bid rates and rates the Contractor contends would be viable under the current market conditions. The Contractor must also provide cost or pricing data as required by Section 3-401 of the Public Procurement Review Board Office of Personal Service Contract Review Rules and Regulations. The Contractor shall provide any other documentation or other information required by the Agency to support the request for a price adjustment.  The Agency has the sole discretion to determine whether a price adjustment will be allowed, the amount of the price adjustment, and the duration of the price adjustment. Any price adjustment made under this provision should be limited to only that which is required to accommodate the precipitating market disruption.  Under no circumstances shall a price adjustment result in the adjusted hourly rate exceeding 110% of the original bid hourly rate. (For example, an originally bid hourly rate of $10.00 could increase to, but not exceed, $11.00 under this clause.)

[Agency] is not required to use these forms, but should they choose to do so, Vendors must require their guards to complete the sign-in sheets as directed by the [Agency]. At the discretion of the [Agency], payment for services may be contingent upon the appropriate completion of any sign-in sheet the [Agency] chooses to require.
